	Procedure.
Good afternoon, children! I'm very glad to see you! Sit down, please!

Who is on duty today? Who is absent today?

How are you?

( pupils answer)

Do you agree with me?

And by the end of the lesson you'll try to speak about your friends.

And now, let's play a game.

And now, I'll say the statements and you should listen to me very attentively and you should agree or disagree with me.

Ok. Thank you, my dears!

And now, let's review the questions and phrasal verbs.

Ok. Thank you for you answers. Well done!
